2 Introduction 

2.1 NICE quality standards

NICE quality standards are central to supporting the Government's vision for a 

health and social care system that is focused on delivering the best possible 

outcomes for people who use services, as detailed in the Health and Social 

Care Act (2012).

The development of the quality standard will begin in October 2013 and is 

expected to take 10 months to complete.

This quality standard will cover the care of women who experience pain or 

bleeding in their first trimester (up to 13 completed weeks of pregnancy), 

including the diagnosis and initial management of ectopic pregnancy and 

miscarriage.
