Consultees

Organisations that accept an invitation to participate in the appraisal; the company that
markets the technology; national professional organisations; national patient organisations;
the Department of Health and the Welsh Government and relevant NHS organisations in
England.

The company that markets the technology is invited to prepare a submission dossier, can
respond to consultations, nominate clinical experts and has the right to appeal against the
Final Appraisal Determination (FAD).

All non- company consultees are invited to prepare a submission dossier respond to
consultations on the draft scope, the Assessment Report and the Appraisal Consultation
Document. They can nominate clinical or patient experts and have the right to appeal
against the Final Appraisal Determination (FAD).

Commentators

Organisations that engage in the appraisal process but are not asked to prepare a
submission dossier. Commentators are able to respond to consultations and they receive
the FAD for information only, without right of appeal. These organisations are: companies
that market comparator technologies; Healthcare Improvement Scotland;; other related
research groups where appropriate (for example, the Medical Research Council [MRC],
National Cancer Research Institute); other groups (for example, the NHS Confederation,
NHS Alliance and NHS Commercial Medicines Unit, and the British National Formulary.
