The guideline developers would like specific stakeholder feedback on the potential inclusion of a list of signs & symptoms within the guideline. The developers have chosen not to include a list of signs and symptoms of Gallstone disease within the guideline.  This is because:

      A thorough evidence review of published literature according to the Guidelines Manual 2012 was conducted which covered the signs and symptoms of Gallstone disease, but no published evidence was found to support the inclusion of, or the content of, a list of signs and symptoms.

      The guideline development group felt that the signs and symptoms would vary substantially between patients and did not feel a consensus recommendation, in the absence of supportive evidence would be appropriate.

      There were concerns that providing a list of symptoms not based on published evidence may inadvertently discriminate against patients who do not present with the listed symptoms and may cause those that do to have unnecessary investigations.

Please state your reasoning in full and, if appropriate to your answer, include the signs and symptoms which you feel might be important to highlight within the guideline and which source these may be evidenced from.

2)      Do the benefits of having a non-evidence based list outweigh the risks of a list being inaccurate, potentially restrictive or missing signs and symptoms of Gallstone disease that users of the guideline may deem to be important?’
