A patient group commented that it is important to ensure that no patient has 
to travel excessive distances to receive the treatment given the level of 
disability that many will face. 

The geographical location of treatment centres is not an equalities issue that 
is within the remit of the committee. However, the committee considered the 
frequency and method of treatment dosing and the associated impact in its 
deliberations, particularly when considering the advantages of zilucoplan 
over intravenous immunoglobulin and plasma exchange.

The committee considered that myasthenia gravis may have a different 
burden on women than men. Its considerations of this are detailed in section
