MTA Axitinib, everolimus, sorafenib and sunitinib for treated advanced or metastatic renal cell carcinoma

	It was noted that limiting second-line treatments according to first-line treatment choice will result in inequality of access to second-line treatment, and unnecessary toxicity exposure to patients who receive first-line treatment.

	This is not considered to represent a potential equality issue because the scope includes treatments for people who have received previous cytokine or VEGF-targeted therapy without specifying a first-line treatment.
