2) Ben Doak explained NICE’s policy on conflicts related to sacubitril/valsartan with relation to participation in this guideline. 
3) Francesca Fasesin presented the clinical evidence for the question: What is the clinical and cost-effectiveness of beta-blockers in the management of chronic heart failure in people with heart failure with reduced ejection fraction (HFREF) and atrial fibrillation? Emma Brockis presented the health economic evidence. The GC discussed the evidence and drafted recommendations.
4) Jane Lynn gave a presentation on the role of the NICE resource impact team in this guideline. 
5) Dalia Dawoud presented the results of the survey on health economic prioritisation. The GC discussed and agreed which topics should be prioritised.  
6) Jacqui Real presented the protocol for the question: In people with suspected chronic heart failure, is N-terminus pro-B-type natriuretic peptide (NT-proBNP) of higher quality (interferences, limits of detection) and more accurate compared to B-type natriuretic peptide (BNP) to identify heart failure (as indicated by the reference standard)? The GC discussed and made changes to the protocol.  
7) Jacqui Real presented the protocol for the question: In people with suspected (or under investigation) for chronic heart failure who also have atrial fibrillation, what thresholds of N-terminus pro-B-type natriuretic peptide (NT-proBNP) and B-type natriuretic peptide (BNP) are most accurate in identifying heart failure (as indicated by the reference standard)? The GC discussed and made changes to the protocol.

8) Jacqui Real presented the protocol for the question: In people with suspected (or under investigation) for chronic heart failure who also have chronic kidney disease, what thresholds of N-terminus pro-B-type natriuretic peptide (NT-proBNP) and B-type natriuretic peptide (BNP) are most accurate in identifying heart failure (as indicated by the reference standard)?
9) Jacqui Real presented the protocol for the question: Is the addition of cardiac MRI to echo clinical and cost effective in establishing the aetiology of heart failure?
