Health Technology Appraisal

Alendronate, etidronate, risedronate, raloxifene and strontium ranelate for the primary prevention of osteoporotic fragility fractures in postmenopausal women 
and

Alendronate, etidronate, risedronate, raloxifene, strontium ranelate and teriparatide for the secondary prevention of osteoporotic fragility fractures in postmenopausal women.

The Institute is currently appraising the above technologies and the Appraisal Committee met on Tuesday 1 November to consider the responses received from consultees and commentators on the Appraisal Consultation Documents (ACDs). 

After careful consideration and in response to the comments, the Committee have decided that some reanalysis of the evidence may be required. They have asked the Institute to explore this possibility and the Institute is currently discussing how it could meet the Committee’s request.

Consequently the anticipated Final Appraisal Determinations (FADs) have not been agreed by the Committee. There will be an extension in the timelines for these appraisals and further details will be sent to consultees and commentators and published on the Institute’s website as soon as they are available.

We are disappointed not to be able to progress these appraisal as planned but hope you understand the need to ensure that the Appraisal Committee has a sufficient base of evidence to inform its judgements as soon as possible.
