Rationale

Patients with diabetes are at high risk of foot complications. Foot inspection for
vasculopathy and neuropathy is needed to detect these problems. These checks should
be carried out annually. The foot inspection and assessment should include identifying the
presence of sensory neuropathy. Sensation threshold measurement usinga 10 g
monofilament accurately predicts neuropathic patients at raised risk of ulceration.

Numerator: The number of patients with diabetes with a record of testing of foot sensation
using a 10g monofilament within the preceding 12 months.
