Rationale 
Reviewing the quality of and need for anticoagulation at least annually can ensure that a 
person's risks of stroke and of having a major bleed are as low as possible.

Numerator: The number of patients in the denominator who have had a review in the 
preceding 12 months which included:

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Denominator: The number of patients with atrial fibrillation, currently treated with an 
anticoagulant. 

Calculation: Numerator divided by the denominator, multiplied by 100. 

Exclusions: 

• patients aged 18 years and under 

• patients not prescribed an anticoagulant in the preceding 6 months. 

Minimum population: The indicator would be appropriate to assess performance at 
individual general practice level. 
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
